Tips for Good Scores

· Find a topic of interest and write about it from the heart.  Feel free to use first person.  This is not a researched essay but, instead, a chance to think through an idea about the play and get your thoughts on paper.

· Make sure you have a proper MLA heading.

· Double space.

· Use 12 font size and Times New Roman style.

· Write two typed pages.

· Turn in a paper copy on the due date.

· Ask for extensions only for legitimate reasons – “too busy” is not legitimate.

· Include a thesis that is debatable.  Ask yourself if this statement is a summary of plot or if it is your opinion.  Summaries are not thesis statements.

· Cite quotes.  If it is from the play, use the format of act, scene, and line numbers.  It would look like this:

· “What he hath lost, noble Macbeth hath won” (1.3.78).

· “The Weird Sisters, hand in hand, / Posters of the sea and land” (1.3.33-34).

· Document sources should be cited with the last name of the author or with one of the main words from the title:

· (Davies)  or (“Twelve Wonders”)

· The documents were digitized, so you will not use page numbers.
